(f) Parents are to ensure their child showers prior to entering the pool.

(g) Children are encouraged to wear swim caps in lessons.
(h) Upon booking, parents must disclose any medical conditions that may be relevant to undertaking the session. This information will be passed on to the instructor. 

(i) Courses are non-refundable and non-transferable

(j) The taking of photos and videos are not permitted anywhere on the premises. 

3. REFUNDS & CANCELLATIONS

(a) A course maybe be refunded in full provided it is cancelled 48 hours in advance of the course start date. 

(b) The King’s Club does not issue refunds for any sessions not attended. 

(c) If the advertised instructor is unable to teach the course, the Club will endeavour to provide a replacement.
